2005: Study by independent consultant ANALYSYS:
— General environment ok, but actions needed for Internet connectivity

— Problems with international Internet connections: high crossborder
costs have to be eliminated

e 2006: Launch of LuxConnect SA in October

e 2006: Law of 22 December 2006 on the building of information super-
highways charged Luxconnect to:

— build, operate and promote one or more Internet related data/access centers;

— build, operate and promote one or more optical fiber networks connecting the
country to the main Internet exchange points of Europe;

— build, operate and promote a national optical fiber ring enabling all national
operators to connect among each other,

o 2008: P&T Luxembourg launches Teralink

* 2009: LuxConnect links Luxembourg through new, redundant fiber
network to London, Amsterdam and Paris

Infrastructure: data centers

« 2005: vendor diversity insufficient, few operators
complying with international standards, high prices

o 2009: several new sites and operators, high standards,
lower prices:

— BCE, BT Infonet / BT Global Services, eBRC, European Data
Hub, Lab Group, Luxconnect, root eSolutions, Secure IT,
Verizon Business

— eBRC: Best Data Center Europe Award (2008), Best Managed
Services Provider & Best Risk Mitigation Service Provider (2009)
